DESCRIPTION OF COURSE:  This course further builds upon drawing and painting skills acquired in Introduction to 2D Art & Design or Drawing/Painting 1 (if you are enrolled in D/P 2).  After the completion of this course, each student will have a better understanding of drawing techniques, composition, drawing and painting media and the elements and principles of art.  Each student is expected to bring their own ideas to each project as they gain the ability to express themselves creatively using personal concepts.  Exploration of media is encouraged as each student learns how to develop their own unique style through problem solving and constructive criticism.  

ART ROOM EXPECTATIONS:

1. Be respectful to yourself, your peers, supplies, Mrs. Driscoll and other adults at all times!

4. BRING NEEDED MATERIALS EVERY DAY

****Sketchbooks are required and can be purchased through Mrs. Driscoll for $4.00.  You may also purchase sketchbooks from Michaels, Hobby Lobby, and some office supply stores.  If you misuse, misplace or fill your sketchbook before the end of the course it is your responsibility to purchase another.  Sketchbooks should stay in your cubby space to avoid being misplaced.  If you cannot afford a sketchbook please see me and I will help you make your own.  ****
GRADING:

The following assignments are assessed based on the Visual Art & Design Power Standards.
1. Formative assessments are worth 20% and include:

· Practice Work - 10 points - Practice work may range from occasional short artist summaries, preliminary sketches, and in-class activities which are designed to enhance the concepts and media techniques taught throughout the semester.  

· Sketchbook assignments - 10 points - The purpose of sketchbook assignments are to expand drawing skills by practicing learned media and techniques and develop creative thinking skills which will help significantly with the development of ideas.  

· Daily Studio Practice & Note-taking – 5 points  – As a lifelong learning tool, note-taking will be expected.  Therefore, sketchbooks will be expected to be out and open throughout class in order to be available when students need to jot a note down. Sketchbook notes will be checked periodically. Also included in this grade is proper studio habits such as cleaning up after oneself, staying on-task, and participation.

· Critiques - 10 points - Each student is encouraged to reflect on professional, peer, and self-made works of art as they learn how to discuss art and design in an intelligent manor.
· Quizzes
2.  Summative assessments are worth 80% and include:

· Projects- 100 points - Each project grade is based on artistic expression, media technique and craftsmanship.  

· Portfolio - 50 points - Each student will be expected to add to their existing digital portfolio which includes images of each project, an artist statement, and a self reflection.
· Final Project - Approximately 20% of grade - The final project should display a range of skills obtained throughout the semester.

     DUE DATES:

· Assignments and due dates will be posted on the board. It is your responsibility to look at the board each day and keep track of assignments and due dates even when you are absent.
· If an assignment is not turned in on its due date, you have until the next class to turn it in in order to earn 50% of the grade (with the exception of preliminary sketches and projects).  After that will result in a zero.  
· Preliminary sketches must be TURNED IN or reviewed before the project can begin! 
· Project due dates will be written on the board and given a two week grace period. The project must be turned in (in any state of completeness) before the end of the semester to receive up to half credit.  
ART PORTFOLIO:  An art portfolio is a collection of artworks. It is important to develop this art portfolio for the following reasons:

· Display progress over time 

· Assessment tool of achievement in visual art 

· Develop portfolio skills for the future

· Preparation for college - Most art schools require passing a portfolio review in order to be admitted into their school.  

· Keepsake - A portfolio can serve as a sort of scrapbook to look back on later in life.

	Observational Landscape: Use perspective techniques to create a narrative through subject matter, must use 2-or 3-pt perspective. You will use your own photo as a reference.

	Song Landscape: painting from observation in style of song

	Hands/Feet: one page draw a hand, another draw foot
